Proposed Experimental Order for the Ministry to the Sick and Housebound

The Bench of Bishops wishes to introduce an alternative form of Order for the Ministry to the Sick and Housebound for use within the Province.

For this to happen, the approval of the Governing Body is needed under the terms of the 1955 Canon for the experimental use of proposed revisions of the Book of Common Prayer. Accordingly members have a copy of the proposed Order with their papers in accordance with Clause 2 of the Canon. The resolution which the Governing Body will be invited to pass is set out in the Agenda.

If the resolution is approved, the new Order will be used on appropriate occasions during the experimental period. The Bench may decide in due course to bring forward a Bill to authorise the Order on a permanent basis. As such a Bill would be concerned with a liturgical matter, it would be brought forward under the procedure which is adopted for liturgical Bills and with which members will be familiar. The experience gained from the experimental use of the service would be taken into account in the presentation of the Bill.
